Introduction

Northern Botswana is considered by many to be the premier safari destination.
Wildlife sightings are astounding, camps are set in magical locations, service is
supreme and the standard of guiding is very high. Due to the remote and wild
nature of the camps you will have short flights between locations, an incredibly
scenic way to change camps as you take in the scenery and can often spot
wildlife below.

This safari is custom designed to take advantage of the best opportunities during
the Green Season to observe the diverse wildlife in extremely rich habitat areas.
Three of these camps are in exclusive private concession areas, which allows for
off-road driving and night drives while in the Kalahari you will have on road park
rules but will be there for the prime time of the year. You also will get to
experience the Okavango Delta from the water with the mokoro (traditional
dugout canoe), power boat and by foot with bush walks. The private
concessions have a small number of guests traversing extremely large areas
ensuring exclusive game viewing without the interference of hordes of other
vehicles. The ability to go off-road creates opportunities for incredibly close
viewing of predators and greatly increases the chances of finding animals with
tracking. These areas are beautiful with great variety of habitats and species,
you will likely see between 35 and 40 different mammal species along with a
spectacular array of birds.



Into the Botswana Wild

From Maun you will fly on Moremi Air to your first camp. When your bush plane
lands your safari guide from the camp will be waiting to pick you up. Each camp
is small and intimate with the surrounding bush. The typical day involves an
early wake up (around 5:30 am), meet at the lounge around 6 am for coffee,
juice, fruit, cereal, etc. Then about 6:30 its off on an activity, mostly game drives
but you will have opportunities for walks and mokoro as well. In the midst of your
activity you will stop for tea (or coke, etc.) and a small snack. Typically you will
return to camp around 10:30 for a big brunch, followed by a few hours of relax
time while during the heat of the days most of the animals are doing the same.
Wildlife might come and go at anytime and the sounds of hippos will be an
excitable reminder that you are deep in the Botswana wilderness. Tea time is
around 3:30 p.m. and there will be a hearty snack in preparation for your next
activity. By 4:00 you will be out in the bush again enjoying the wildlife. Near the
end of daylight you will stop in a beautiful location for one of the most magnificent
traditions on earth i The Sundowner. Enjoy your favorite drink to a glorious
sunset. Now the game drive turns to a night drive (except in the Kalahari) and
the spotlight is turned on as the drive back to camp will be in the dark and with
luck you will find some of the secretive nocturnal creatures. Dining is usually a
communal event and the guides and camp managers sit in to ensure lively
conversation with old African hands. Following a leisurely meal you might enjoy
a night cap or simply retire to your tent before another early morning. Whenever
it is dark your guide will escort you to and from your tent, fortunately these camps
are not fenced and it is common for elephants, hippos, sometimes even lions to
wander through, if you are lucky you will hear some of them from the safety of
your tent. Keep in mind this was the typical schedule but nature is unpredictable
and here the wild rhythm sets the schedule.



Tau Pan Camp, Central Kalahari Game Reserve for 3 nights

The Botswana government decided to tender rights for a very limited number of
private camps in some of the most wild parks that have previously only been
available to mobile safaris and self drive public campers. Kwando Safaris won
the right to build one of only two permanent camps being established inside the
enormous Central Kalahari Game Reserve. Tau Pan Camp opened on March 1°
of 2009 and has delivered a wonderful experience.

Tau Pan Camp will be located inside the Central Kalahari Game Reserve
(CKGR), a magical wilderness that is the second largest protected area in all of
Africa (over 52,000 sq. km). With a very limited number of public campsites and
now the establishment of just two small permanent Camps it remains one of the
least visited as well. This is a place to experience solitude and to feel dwarfed by
the expansive landscape that surrounds you.



For those with an appreciation of wilderness this vast emptiness can be soul
stirring. The CKGR is the opposite of most areas in that the rains correspond
with the ideal time for game viewing because the rains actually draw the animals
together rather than disperse them. Typically from December to April the rains
produce a wonderful bounty of sweet grasses on the pans and ancient river beds
in the northern part of the reserve drawing together thousands of springbok and
oryx along with many red hartebeest, eland, and blue wildebeest. Thunder
storms can be violent and spectacular and rain is usually short lived. Predators
within the CKGR tend to have enormous ranges and occur at low density but
they also converge to take advantage of the congregations of herbivores. Due to
the low density of other predators this is one of the strongholds for cheetah. As
for lions the black-maned lions of the Kalahari have an almost mythical status.
Lions here often run on the large size, in fact bordering on gigantic, but there is
also a curiosity and supreme confidence that seems to go even beyond that of
lions in other areas. Lions are sighted with regularity in the company of the herds
during the rains and near the dwindling water sources in the dry season.

Once the rains halt the wildlife disperses far and wide across the CKGR making
game viewing focus on the few remaining water resources and the sightings are
sparse compared to most traditional safari areas. During this time, generally May
through November the CKGR remains an intriguing place for visitors that can
appreciate the pure wilderness of one of the largest protected areas on earth,
and those with patience can be rewarded with amazing action at waterholes as
well as discover interesting smaller creatures such as meerkats, bat-eared foxes,



and leopard tortoises but there are likely to be some quiet hours where little
wildlife is seen as well.
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Tau Pan Camp is situated on the edge of Tau Pan, one of the most beautiful and
wildlife rich areas of the CKGR. From here game drives are able to reach the
famed Deception Valley as well, the location of the largest herbivore
concentrations during the green season. Tau Pan Camp features 8 desert
purpose structures that are thatched with solid insulated walls to stay cool in heat
and warm in the cold. The camp operates on solar power with a generator as
back up. All units have ceiling fans, outside showers and private viewing decks.
The main area contains a viewing deck, lounge, dining area, library, curio shop,
and pool. Activities focus on game drives in open 4 x 4 vehicles as well as game
walks.



Little Kwara Camp, Okavango Delta -- 3 Nights

Little Kwara Camp is located within one of the largest (almost half a million acres)
private concession areas in all of Botswana, and it is also one of the richest for
wildlife. The area is very diverse including permanent waters of the Okavango
Delta, wide open plains, mopane woodlands, and palm islands. Kwara is part of
the legendary Kwando Camps, known for their hard core dedication for game
viewing. Kwara concession is particularly rich in predators and this area has
been one of the most productive for cheetah, leopard, and lion sightings. For a
couple years now a coalition of three cheetah brothers have been frequently
sighted, and there is an amazing coalition of seven male lions associated with
the seven sisters pride.




Little Kwara Camp is able to offer a great diversity of activities including power
boating, mokoro (dug out canoe) trips, walks and game drives. September
through December is prime time for a boat cruise to Godikwe Lagoon where you
can stand on the upper deck eye to eye with thousands of nesting birds.




Little Kwara Camp is situated in a treed forest grove on the edge of the
permanent waters of the Okavango Delta. This camp opened in 2007 and is an
intimate five-tent camp. The tents are spacious, and are elevated on wooden
decks each with its own private veranda. Each tent has ensuite facilities
comprising bathroom with a bath tub and an inside/outside shower.




Duba Plains Camp, Okavango Deltai 3 Nights

Duba Plains is Africa at its most basic, but also at its most dramatic! Duba Plains
is simply the best place to go if you want to try and watch a hunt and kill occur.
This area is renowned for lion and buffalo interaction, so this is big hunter and
very dangerous and capable prey that often battles back resulting in an epic
event. Lions at Duba Plains mostly hunt during the day and typically anywhere
from 5 to 15 kills are withessed on game drives each month, with many, many
more hunting interactions occurring to achieve that number of successful Kills.
Watching the enormous and courageous Duba Plains buffalo bulls defend the
herd can be as awe inspiring as a successful kill. Duba Plains lacks a lot of the
mammal diversity seen in other areas so the focus here is to find lions or the
large buffalo herd and wait until they interact, thus virtually every drive centers on
observing the two species and watching the action. Aardwolves, spotted hyenas,
elephant breeding herds, warthogs, and red lechwe are some of the other
species that frequent the area. Duba Plains is also very rich in birdlife.

Duba Plains is also one of the best places to experience the Okavango Delta as
its incredibly scenic and with permanent water has become an excellent place to
explore the Delta by boat and mokoro.



The Duba concession (known as Kwedi Reserve) is in one of the most remote
areas of the Okavango Delta and it is one of the largest private areas with 30,000
hectares reserved for just the single camp. The Duba concession consists of vast
open plains with small palm islands of thick vegetation as well as beautiful
channels of water. The channels can restrict where the vehicle can go and some
portions of the Duba Plains have not been reached in recent years.




Accommodation at Duba Plains consists of just six roomy tents with an en-suite
bathroom, an outside shower, and a veranda overlooking a gorgeous floodplain.
The thatch-roofed lounge, dining room and bar areas are raised on platforms
along with a small swimming pool. Duba Plains is one of the smaller camps
around - there is definitely an intimate feel here and it has been consistently one
of the best managed camps in Botswana. The camp atmosphere, remote
setting, and dynamic predator action at Duba Plains make this one of my most
highly recommended camps in all of Africa.




Selinda Camp i 3 Nights

Selinda Camp is located in the 300,000 acre Selinda Reserve in northern
Botswana and is built on a wooded island on the banks of the Selinda Spillway
close to where the Linyanti, Savuti and Kwando Rivers come together. The
views of the open flood plains and savanna are astounding and wildlife is a
constant feature of the camp.
